Chiba University's Graduate School of Horticulture is
becoming increasingly cosmopolitan. In 2016 alone, over
130 international full and short-term students studied here. In
addition, about 50 of our own graduate students or faculty
have gone or studied abroad this year on long and short-term
stay programs. Numbers of both interested Japanese students,
as well as visiting students, have steadily increased on a
yearly basis, and recently, short-term opportunities have
increased. Target universities are located not only in Asia, but
also in Europe and North America.

Perhaps as a result of this advance, the International
Students’ Union here on campus has been quite active. Last
December, the Union held the traditional Annual Christmas
Party. Nearly 100 participants attended, including foreign
students, domestic students, teachers, university staff, and
volunteers around Matsudo who extend their continuous
support to our international students and to the local
international community. The Christmas Party has become
an important place for foreign students to communicate with
local people. One highlight is that students entertain
participants by cooking and sharing delicious dishes from
their native countries (photo). A few students also perform
dances or songs, sometimes with magnificent costumes.

Other groups at the Matsudo Campus also work towards
international relations. The English House Matsudo is held
weekly. Many foreign and Japanese students come for free
drinks and to share. Jazz concerts and special luncheons of

about 50 people are also conducted on the campus, popular
among foreign and domestic students and teachers.

A number of international students visit Matsudo primary
and middle schools to give presentations. They talk about
their home countries and lives in Japan. The committee of
international affairs and Matsudo City Hall staff decide
where they will speak. Local students learn about life
overseas directly from our international students, who have
expressed that this is an important opportunity to share with
young Japanese.

The Graduate School of Horticulture has increasingly
sanctioned partnerships for student exchange, academic
exchange, and cooperation with many universities and
research institutes worldwide. In Asia, in 2016, it was
particularly active, closing new agreements with
Mahasarakam University (Thailand), the Chinese Academy
of Agricultural Sciences, and South China Agricultural
University. In addition, the partnerships with Mae Fah Luang
University (Thailand) and the Beijing Forestry University

(China) were elevated to university level alliances.

International exchange at our campus has been developing
in both quantity and quality, contributing, as a result, to the
globalization of Chiba University as a whole.
