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Every author should realize that his editor
is responsible not only for the form of published
papers but also for the selection of papers ap-
propriate to the readership and for the main-
tenance of high scientific standards................

Few manuscripts are accepted for publication

without some revision.
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In evaluating the paper, consider its scienti-
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fic merit, its suitability for readers of the
journal, and the quality of presentation.

If a manuscript needs changes, be specitic
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in making suggestions. The author

too long. Condense it to half.” Give specific
directions for eliminating unimportant portions
or for condensing expanded writing. Indicate
errors in grammer or rhetoric. Call attention
