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Conversational participation by monitoring self-image in online
conversations

This study investigates how self-confirmation affects the coordination of online
conversations via video calls in order to reduce the stress experienced in online
discussions and consider the possibility of communication as a reciprocal act. First, |
set up two online conversation situations: “I can see myself” and “I cannot see myself.”
Then, I compare the reciprocal acts of adjustment to the communicative problems of
“silence” and “overlap” in both the presence and absence of self-identification. The
results show that self-confirmation takes place in video calls and that "seeing oneself"
complements the task of self-confirmation through the other discussion participant’s
reaction if the call is conducted face-to-face.

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Development of Experimental Materials for Improving Scientific Literacy:
The Coriolis Force as an Example

The Coriolis force, the apparent force caused by Earth's rotation, is difficult to
understand because it is not usually visible. To understand this phenomenon visually, a
simple device was created and used for experiments. By rolling an iron ball on a
rotating platform and filming it from two viewpoints, one above the platform and the
other moving with the platform, it was confirmed that the ball was moving straight in
the former case and that its path was bending in the latter case. Using physical
quantities, such as distance and speed, obtained from the images and calculating the
effect of friction with the platform, it was possible to reproduce the Coriolis force
numerically.

The accompanying video is intended to use as a tool to show that understanding
scientific phenomena from multiple and quantitative perspectives leads to a better
realization of the phenomena — in other words, improved scientific literacy.

The skills required to minimize communication discrepancies are essential for
building good relationships. Effective conversation requires the ability to select the
appropriate conversational behavior according to the situation and thus ensure smooth
communication. This study examines a mechanism designed to create smooth
communication by analyzing the speaker role, overlap, and conversation pauses among
participants using the talk program Bokura no Jidai. We focus on the quality of
“smoothness”; this quality comprises “superficial smoothness,” which can be observed,
and “potential smoothness,” which relies on the speaker’s impression of others. The
findings suggest that potential smoothness may be maintained even if superficial
smoothness is lacking.

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Developing Computer-Assisted Language Learning Listening Material
Using News on Japanese Culture

This study aimed to create computer-assisted language leaning (CALL) material to
improve English listening skills based on the Three Step Auditory Comprehension
Approach developed at Chiba University. In this study, four pieces of foreign TV news
about Japanese culture were selected. Courseware, including tasks, hints, or
supplemental information, was developed, and movie, picture and sound files presented
in the material were collected and produced.

Ten students at Chiba University used the developed material and completed a
questionnaire to evaluate it. The results showed the students deemed that their listening
skills were improved, and more than 60% thought it had a positive effect on introducing
Japanese culture to foreigners.

Therefore, I hypothesized that the drawing method
used in Manga is strongly related to the richness of emotional expression. I summarize
the emotional expression of humans and the history of drawing techniques related to
emotional expression. Additionally, I analyzed how the method of drawing lines creates
effects in Manga. As a result, I found that the differences of lines drawn using various
techniques expand the range of expression. In recent years, digital Manga has been
becoming more popular than analog. Each line drawn with each method has their own
strength, so I believe that emotional expression in Manga will be even richer in years to
come.

Specifically, I will compare the intentions of the CSR
advertisements Nike has released to date, how consumers, the recipients, feel about
them, and what kind of consumer behavior has occurred internationally. Through these
studies, we will examine how companies should incorporate sociality into their
corporate activities, develop their advertising activities, and interact with consumers
through advertising in the future.

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Experimental study of the differences in audience impression according to
stage effects

Stage directors have empirically decided on stage effects by predicting the
impression of the audience. However, the relations between stage effect and impression
have not been academically investigated, although there could be individual differences
in impression. This study investigates how stage effects affect the audience’s
impression by analyzing quantitative and qualitative data. In the experiments, the
author uses three types of data for Disney’s stage videos before and after the edit as
experimental stimuli, such as psychometric data by SD method and physiological data
on the observer’s heart rate and gaze. The comprehensive analysis using each type of
datum showed that the stage effect does not depend on whether it falls on the central or
peripheral vision. Furthermore, it was confirmed that the physiological condition
became positively active by watching the stage closer.

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The perceptual color distributions of synesthetic color and physical color

Grapheme-color synesthesia is a neurological phenomenon in which people
experience specific colors when seeing graphemes such as letters and numbers.
However, whether color experienced in synesthesia and physical (printed) color have
similar characteristics remains unclear. Therefore, we conducted an experiment to
examine the perceptual relationship between synesthetic and physical color. We
obtained the perceptual distances of synesthetic and physical colors in the observers’
perceptual color spaces. Additionally, we calculated their physical distances on the
chromaticity diagram. The color synesthetes' results showed that the arrangement of
perceptual distances was not identical to that of the physical distances through
comparing the perceptual and physical distances. Results indicated that the perceptual
color distribution of characters in color synesthetes was more similar to the distribution
of physical colors than non-synesthetes. This result suggests that the characteristics of
synesthetic color are similar to that of physical color.

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Experimental investigation of the relationship between color term and
surface shape of 3D objects

Research on color naming by investigating color terms for objects is one of the
effective methods to elucidate the color recognition mechanism. The conventional
studies had conducted some experimental investigation using color patches displayed
on monitor or color charts. However, the color recognition mechanism in our daily
lives may differ from the color naming for 2D objects such as color patches because we
live surrounded by several 3D objects of various shapes. In this study, the author
investigates the effect of surface shape on color naming and color perception by
conducting evaluation experiments for actual 3D stimuli with different surface shapes.
The result indicated that the answered color terms are dependent on the learning
experience of the recalled object by the surface shape of experimental stimuli.

This study examines the multilingual identity-building process, conducting a
narrative analysis of four participants who immigrated to Canada from the Philippines,
France, or Bangladesh at a young age with their families. Among the four narratives, |
mainly focus on Shaina, who integrates diverse linguistic and semantic resources into
her expression of identity. Three analytic findings are as follows: (a) they maintain
their integrated selfness while acknowledging they act differently between languages,

(b) they position themselves in flux by othering people (e.g., friends in the same
ethnic community, white in high school, and their family members), and (c)
consumption of Asian pop culture enhances their belongingness and attachment to their
homeland life, which in turn influences their future visions. These findings suggest a
need to reassess what it means to have multilingual identity by understanding their
multi-layered positionality and interactions with diverse others in different
communities.

In recent years, with the advance of globalization, the number of cross-cultural
contact situations mediated by Japanese and English has been rapidly increasing both
in Japan and abroad and is expected to continue to increase in the future. In such
contact situations, inter-action problems can often occur because the participants in the
conversation have different languages and cultural backgrounds. The investigation of
their causes and solutions is useful for mutual understanding.

In this study, we will investigate what differences exist in the adjustment strategies
of non-native speakers by conducting a comparative analysis of the participation
adjustment behaviors used in conversations based on conversational data from Japanese
third-party language contact situations and English third-party language contact
situations.

“gay characters” to provide comedic images. Based on these doubts, the paper analyzes
movies and TV dramas that include characters of a sexual minority, such as “Osan’s
Love” and “Karera ga honki de amu toki wa.” Considering its stories, main characters,
and the social background depicted within these videos, the analysis reveals the relation
between sexual minorities in the video media. Each media carries an expected role
from both viewers and creators. Moreover, traditional male culture from long ago
remains in these video media and can be verified as a phenomenon unique to Japan.

This study examines the gap between the general notion of "coming out" and actual
practices among seven sexual minorities whose sex at birth was female. By analyzing
their narratives, I explicate their understandings of terms such as "coming out,"
"lesbian," and "sexual minority," and how the participants positioned themselves with
regard to those terms. The findings suggest that (1) participants' "selfness" is in flux
between existing categories and/or unable to be defined by those, and (2) participants
attempted to redefine "sexual minorities" in order to position themselves properly. It
became clear that (3) some participants differentiated speaking about their sexuality
from the act of "coming out." Indeed, focusing on relationships and actions in their
respective contexts is important in queer studies as it allows us to see the diverse and
alterable "self" rather than limiting the discussion to existing terms and categories.

This research explores conditions of freeing us from stereotypical gender roles by
examining how people have historically connected “men” and labor, and analyzing
how people have currently recognized “male” labor. Hypothesizing that gender role
awareness has been changing among the youth, the author conducted two types of
surveys—questionnaires and interviews—among the students of Chiba University. The
findings indicated that although almost all the students rejected stereotypical gender
roles, they still harbored a strong belief that “men have to work to be breadwinners for
their families.” In conclusion, it is necessary for us to change a belief of men’s
breadwinner roles of financially supporting their families in order to live against
stereotypical gender roles.

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A Study on the Rise of Men’s Makeup and Its Impact on Masculinities
among Young Men in Japan

Since the Meiji era, men in Japan have been inhibited from beauty due to modern
gender norms. However, with the recent promotion of gender equality, diversity, and
the popularity of Korean boy bands, men’s makeup behavior appears to be gaining
acceptance, especially among young people in Japan. This study aims to examine the
transition and status of men’s makeup and analyze their impacts on the transformation
of young men’s masculinities. For that purpose, this study surveyed three popular
brands that sell men’s makeup products and conducted an interview survey with six
male university students in their twenties who use men’s makeup. Their narratives
revealed that they construct new masculinity as a clean man by using men’s makeup
while adhering to existing social norms of masculinity (such as not being seen as
feminine and homosexual) .

This study performs a multidimensional analysis of "female homelessness" focusing
on the relationship between “being a woman" and "becoming homeless." The study
analyzes previous studies and statistical data on the legal system and labor market to
examine women’s risk of homelessness and their relationship with men. The results
indicate that, in a male-dominated society, "being a woman" tends to be subordinate to
"being a man" and that it is difficult for women to earn an independent living. It is
concluded that women's poverty has become invisible due to family norms and legal
systems and that female-dominated relationships have helped drive female
homelessness.

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Changes in partner selection amid the rise of matching services in Japan

Matching services using apps and social networking services (SNS), which have
emerged in Japan in recent years, may have changed how Japanese search for romantic
partners. I examine the possible changes in Japanese partner selection using surveys
that collect data on (1) the types and characteristics of Japanese matching services, (2)
the functions of Japan’s three major matching services, and (3) testimonials about
these services written by couples. The results show that matching service users can
independently customize the filters employed in partner selection. Unlike traditional
partner selection, which depends on users’ social spaces and networks (e.g., workplace,
school, friends), online matching services enable users to meet people beyond their
space by offering a wide variety of filters based on factors such as hobbies, place of
residence, personality, and values.

This paper aims to examine who should be a “mother” in contemporary Japanese
society. It analyzes extant, relevant literature and surveys on attitudes to explore how
people imagine a “mother” or “motherhood,” and researches the actual states of
“mothers” in society using statistical data and voices of mothers. The findings indicate
that having their own child or being a cisgender woman are two important requirements
for being a “mother.” However, it also becomes clear that there are diverse types of
“mothers” in reality, beyond the frame of the imagined mother. The discrepancy
between “imagined mothers” and “actual mothers” arises from interactions between
people who are “doing” imagined mothers and those around them, which also creates
and sustains social norms of motherhood in contemporary Japanese society.

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History and Prospects of Cooking Appliances in Japan —The Shape of
Homes Reflected by Cooking Appliance Manufacturer Advertisements—

The study aims to analyze the history and evolution of cooking appliances in postwar
Japan, which have undergone remarkable changes over time. I investigated the growth
of the most popular refrigerators, rice cookers, and microwave ovens from the 1950s to
today. Comparing TV commercials from major consumer electronics manufacturers
broadcast in the 1970s and 1990s with current TV commercials, I examined changes in
the image of cooking appliances and homes based on the characteristics of
advertisements then and now. The study results reveal that cooking appliances are
becoming more automated and multifunctional with additional value. Furthermore, we
are more familiar with the latest home appliances than we were years ago, and the
images of “home” and “family” and those who perform housework have become more
diverse.

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Transitions in norms surrounding “bride kidnapping” in Kyrgyzstan

In this paper, we aim to examine the change in norms related to bride kidnapping in
Kyrgyzstan. Bride kidnapping has now come to be recognized as a kind of crime; it
was previously considered a “tradition” or part of the “culture”. We analyzed the norms
related to bride kidnapping within the framework of marriage and consent, gender and
international human rights norms, and the marriage laws of Kyrgyzstan. The results
indicated that, as a consequence of the nation’s independence and increasing
globalization, the changing scenario in Kyrgyzstan is influenced by international
gender and human rights norms. However, further research and analysis might be
necessary to conclude whether people’s perceptions of bride kidnapping have actually
changed for the better or whether it has simply become invisible as a “barbaric”
tradition of the past in the context of the Orientalist perspective within the country.

Compared to other Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Development

(OECD) countries, a health issue in Japan is the number of slim-minded young
people. Previous research has suggested that past exercise experience affected current
physical satisfaction and ideal body shape. This study aimed to examine the impact of
past exercise experience on the physical image of university students and the
relationship between the amount of physical activity. We conducted a questionnaire
regarding ideal body shape and measurement of physical activities on 105 university
students. It was found that the men’s group with high body shape satisfaction during
their college period had more frequent exercises in preschool.

In addition, both men and women had a strong desire to lose weight in groups with a
lot of energy consumption during their college days.

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Development of Listening CALL Material Using News on Fashion

This study aimed to develop Computer Assisted Language learning (CALL)
material to improve the listening skills of university students with intermediate-level
English language proficiency. To develop the material, four pieces of news on gender
and fashion, which would be interesting to learners, were selected. Subsequently,
courseware, including learning tasks, hints, and supportive information, was created,
based on the English listening comprehension training instruction theory, “Three-step
Auditory Comprehension Approach,” and movie, picture, and audio files were collected
and edited. By integrating the courseware and the files, material that would take
approximately 5 hours to study was developed . The material was used and evaluated
by 10 university students, of whom 80% felt that their listening skills improved by
using the material and 100% felt that the content of the material was interesting .

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Family' and the Complexities of Inherited Faith: Stories of Second-
Generation Members of a Religious Organization

In most scholarly studies of religious organizations, with respect to second-generation
believers, the focus of research has been on how faith is inherited. Concurrently, coverage
of second-generation religious believers in the Japanese media has increased. However,
many of these documentaries, novels, and comics tend to present the lives of individuals
who have already abandoned their faith or religious group.

In this paper, I aim to critique existing definitions of a “‘second-generation believer” by
analyzing the complexity of stories narrated by nine members of a relatively newly
established religious group, who were around 20 years of age. I discovered that previous
discourse has considered the issues faced by these believers as belonging uniquely to the
realm of religion and not to that of the family within which they arise. I conclude that
faith inheritance is a complex phenomenon both inside and outside the home because it
reflects the diversity of the concept of “family” in contemporary Japan.

This study explores the reproduction of gender norm formation among salespeople
by focusing on the discrepancy between their interpretation and practices of gendered
marketing strategies. I conducted semi-structured interviews with five "tea"
salespeople. The analysis of the narratives revealed that some interviewees agreed,
while others denied, that their sales practice is altered depending on the customers’
gender. However, in either case, the segmentation, which lets them follow the
individual customer’s detailed preferences over tea and health, was observed regardless
of the customers’ gender. Through the analysis, I discuss the possible directions for
marketing that reflect gender norms.

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Developing CALL Teaching Materials Focusing on Students of Liberal
Arts and Sciences

The present study aims to develop new Computer-Assisted Language Learning (CALL)
materials focusing on students of Liberal Arts and Sciences who will lead the international
community in the future. These materials have three original features that conventional
CALL materials lack: They are learner-friendly, have an attractive preview section with
animation and special effects, and can be used in orientations for the College of Liberal
Arts and Sciences. The CALL program was created by shooting interview videos and
retrieving relevant and thematic information from collected videos, still pictures, and audio
and text samples. The newly developed material was also tested by ten students from
Chiba University, and feedback was collected via follow-up surveys. The results show that
not only the new materials facilitate learning as well as the current CALL materials used
by Chiba University do, but the three original features were also valued highly.

The Study on the Issues and Future Prospects of Online Classes and the
Credit System in University Education —A Case Study of the Faculty of
Liberal Arts and Sciences, Chiba University

Global Studies
IKEDA Miho
(Main adviser SHIRAKAWA Yuji)

This study aims to clarify the issues in university education arising from the complete
shift of classes to an online setting and to examine the state and future of university
education in Japan. In the context of the 2020 COVID-19 pandemic, the complete
introduction of media classes using online systems in universities has relaxed the institutional
constraints on class time and space. It has provided an opportunity to rethink the nature of
teaching in higher education. In this context, the question arises as to what teachers should
do. We conducted a questionnaire survey of all teaching staff in the Faculty of Liberal Arts
and Sciences at Chiba University, to determine how they responded to the new practices in
university education and how they managed their classes under these circumstances. A
subsequent interview was conducted to examine the future vision of higher education,
including media classes, focusing on their relationship with the current credit system. The
results suggest that the promotion of autonomous learning by learners is necessary to
enhance university education and contribute to the substantiation of the credit system.

The results identified a difference in
the family environment depending on the parents’ final educational background and
clarified the correlation between educational understanding or contribution and the
current life of the college students. Based on these facts, we analyzed the relationship
between university students and the family environment regarding ‘“educational
inequality,” and examined the ideal family environment from the perspective of
educational inequality.

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Vocabulary Analysis of High School English Textbooks using Corpus of
Contemporary American English

The purpose of this study is to objectively analyze Japanese high school English
textbooks by comparing them with those used in an extracurricular school and a natural
language corpus, Corpus of Contemporary American English (COCA). We aim to
examine the desired usage of high school textbooks from a realistic perspective by
referring to English school textbooks in addition to high school textbooks and COCA.
We utilized tools such as concordancers to analyze the vocabulary of Japanese high
school textbooks, and compared them with English school textbooks and COCA, and
found that (1) the vocabulary and diversity of high school textbooks are limited and
the vocabulary is filled with high-frequency words, (2) there are very few prepositions
and interpositions, which are used frequently in spoken language, and, (3) there are
fewer topics in government, public, and education, but exceedingly high number of
topics in biology, environment, and science and technology. Accordingly, we consider
how to address the deficiencies in high school textbooks to cultivate the English skills
required for playing an active role in the international community.

This study analyzed the common history education materials through Japan-Korea
cooperation. It also examines the relevance of these materials with regard to the
"Integrated History" course that is scheduled to be implemented in Japan in 2022 and
considers the future of the common history education materials for Japan and Korea. A
variety of common history education materials have been published through private
exchanges between Japan and Korea. "The History of Japan-Korea Exchanges From
Prehistory to the Present Day" was published in 2007. However, it is difficult to
confirm whether these education materials have not been fully utilized. Considering
this situation, "The History of Japan-Korea Exchanges Researching, Thinking, and
Walking" was published in 2020 for convenience in the educational field. In contrast to
the 2007 edition, which was mainly text-based, the 2020 edition has numerous figures,
photographs, and other materials. Given that there is scope for further improvement of
these materials, they are necessary to continue the private sector exchange between the
two nations and encourage the creation of common history education materials.

This study examines the practice of reasonable accommodation given to pupils who
have some difficulties in their school life and are referred to as “kininaruko” by teachers.
In particular, by focusing on these pupils’ interactions with their classmates and teachers,
this analysis explores how their behavior is recognized as a problem and how the process
of special consideration is taken place. The analysis shows 1) the process in which a
particular behavior is recognized as deviating, and officialized as a problem by classmates
and or teachers; 2) classmates and teachers conduct the reasonable accommodation as
they overlook the problem or responding to it individually; 3) behavior of “kininaruko”
slowly changed through their interactions with other pupils, and "kininaruko" started to
participate in class activities. This study reveals that making "kininaruko" is situation-
dependent and deeply relates to how interactions with their surroundings occur. Indeed, a
multifaceted and interactional approach is critical when understanding "kininaruko."

This study investigates the factors affecting friendships between children with
foreign backgrounds. This is an important area of research because the making of
friendships influences motivation to learn and adapt to the host country. This study
builds on research that has highlighted the importance of factors such as self-disclosure,
similarity, and trust. The study’s data were collected through observations undertaken
during a five-month volunteer position at a multicultural free school in the Tokyo
metropolitan area and interviews with five instructors and six students. The findings
indicate that the factors affecting the making of friendships between students with
foreign backgrounds were diverse. The linguistic factor was the most influential
overall, but the religious factor was most influential in some cases. The results also
indicate that the definition of “friendship” was dynamic, even within individual
students.

"Eight Eccentrics of Yangzhou," a group of Chinese painters who worked in the
Yangzhou region during the Qing dynasty. The Ming and Qing dynasties are considered
eras characterized by unique calligraphers and various innovations. Jin Nong is
especially remarkable for his writing method called "lacquer writing." His method is
seen as a novel and eccentric way, and it is described that this method signifies his ego
strength. This research revealed the position of Jin Nong in contemporary Japan.
Moreover, by comparison to "Sozenhi," which is an orthodox clerical script, it clarified
the eccentricity of "lacquer writing." Furthermore, his study suggested his profundity
on epigraphy and that he created works in his theory based on it.

Many people deem physics to be difficult, even though they experience physical
phenomena in their daily lives. However, knowledge of physics is necessary to
understand the essence of our surroundings. Therefore, with the aim of making physics
more familiar and interesting, I created content for measuring physical quantities using
micro:bit, a microcontroller board for education that is used in programming learning.
When this content was used for students who were inadequate at physics, it was
suggested that if the initiation into physics was based on experience rather than
formulae and technical terms, it could lower the hurdle they feel during the process.
The micro:bit is expected to be used not only in programming education but also in
physics education.

Issues in disaster prevention information support for foreign residents—
Considering disaster prevention support for international students at Chiba
University

Global Studies

(Main adviser WADA Ken)

The number of foreign residents in Japan, a disaster-prone country, increases every
year. It is believed that foreigners are vulnerable to disasters due to their language and
cultural limitations; hence, there is an urgent need to develop disaster prevention
systems for them. In this study, I investigated the earthquake disaster prevention system
for international students at Chiba University to partially identify the issues in the
disaster prevention system for foreigners in Japan. For this purpose, I interviewed the
person in charge of the International Student Support Section. Additionally, I asked
international students studying Japanese and Japanese culture for their opinions on the
disaster prevention manuals, provided to international students by each department of
Chiba University, and the disaster prevention information posted on campus. In the
event of a disaster, for foreigners to take swift and correct evacuation actions and
protect themselves, it is necessary to consider their perspective and improve
information availability.

Japan accepts fewer refugees than other developed countries, but considering the
global situation of refugee crises and their acceptance, it is expected that refugee
acceptance will increase in Japan in the future. Hence, it is necessary to understand
their lifestyle and the independent path considering support for refugees. Therefore,
this study focuses on “self-actualization” for refugees and its relationship with the
Japanese language. We interviewed two refugees working in Japan, an Asian woman
and a man from the Middle East who have been in Japan for 29 years and 4 years,
respectively. As a result of creating transcriptions and qualitative analysis using the KJ
method, it was deduced that “self-actualization” for refugees is to live independently at
first and live their life in front of them, and for that purpose, they learn Japanese and
work hard. On the other hand, “living as a refugee” in Japan makes refugees always
think about their home country and live as a supporter in the future.

With the progress of globalization, the emergence of groups that carry out
demonstrations and propagate hate speech against foreigners has become a social
problem in Japan. However, even some "Japanese" individuals who do not belong to
such organizations are xenophobic or exhibit a similar mentality. The purpose of this
study is to examine and shed light on such "Japanese" xenophobia. Focusing on the
period from the end of the 19th century, when "Japanese" consciousness started
emerging, to the end of the 20th century, when the number of foreign workers
increased, I investigated historical materials such as newspapers and magazines. The
findings of this investigation support the hypothesis that "Japanese" consciousness and
Imperial consciousness exist in the background of this xenophobia. In addition,
although the form has changed, it became clear that "Japanese" consciousness and
Imperial consciousness remained in the background of xenophobia after the Pacific
War.

The author found that they reevaluate their purposes and
goals for coming to Japan by interacting with people and improving their Japanese
language skills in the Japanese language class.

Regarding the Technical Intern Training Program, the working environment and
various issues regarding human rights violations have been highlighted. These issues are
becoming increasingly severe due to the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic. However,
the results indicate that the active interactions with people through social networking
services, cultural exchanges in language classes, and acquiring Japanese language skills
have empowered these three trainees against the current challenging situation.

The purpose of this study is to clarify Shigeru Yoshida's postwar policy for China by
analyzing Japan's China policy from 1945 to 1954 through historical documents and a
comparison of various s researchers’ arguments.

The literature review revealed that Shigeru Yoshida's postwar policy toward China
was essentially a "two Chinas" policy that simultaneously recognized the Republic of
China and the People's Republic of China. However, contrary to what some scholars
have claimed, this policy was neither strategic nor coherent but a situation-based
diplomatic choice in the face of significant influence from the United States and the
United Kingdom in the Asia-Pacific region.

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Incidents and Accidents of Commercial Aircrafts and the Global Situation:
Focusing on Attacks in Areas of High Military Tension

In analyzing the shooting down of Malaysia Airlines Flight 17 in 2014 and Ukraine
International Airlines Flight 752 in 2020, this study aimed to reveal the causes of these
attacks, which occurred despite technological innovations that have improved safety.

The study found that the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) respects
national sovereignty; hence it is reluctant to restrict the airspace of its member states.
Moreover, European countries, led by regional organizations, such as the European
Aviation Safety Agency, have significantly improved airspace management systems
and joint use of airspace by civil and military sections. In contrast, some regions have
not made sufficient progress over conflict zones. Additionally, the differences in
decision-making among airlines regarding flights over disputed areas became apparent.

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Challenges in Propagating the Therapeutic Community Program in
Japanese Prisons.

This paper aims to explore reasons why the Therapeutic Community Program, which
is highly evaluated in the U.S., has rarely been propagated into Japanese prisons.
Although the Shimane Asahi Rehabilitation Program Center has already adopted the
program, none other prisons have followed. The author, therefore, examined three
hypotheses through literature reviews: (1) Lack of awareness on the necessity of
adopting the program, (2) the difference in values between the Japanese criminal
justice system and the Therapeutic Community program, and (3) Difficulties to
achieve in other prisons. The results indicate that the attitudes of the criminal justice
system, the organizational structure in prisons, and the positional differences between
prison officers and the others might be potential barriers in dissemination. It would be a
future challenge for Japan's criminal policy to consider making the best use of social
workers and other welfare professionals working in prisons.

Until then, the emperor had held great power under the "Constitution of the
Empire of Japan," but with the enactment of the "Constitution of Japan" in 1946, the
"symbolic emperor system" was implemented in which the emperor had no political
rights. Since then, through various events, the people have deepened their
understanding of the "symbolic emperor system" and their perceptions have gradually
changed. This paper analyzes how the postwar public understood and reacted to the
"symbolic emperor system," which was completely different from the prewar system.
The analysis covers the period from the postwar period to the late 1960s.

This study aimed to examine the relationship between the sister cities boom in Japan
from the mid-1980s to the 1990s and the Japanese national strategy in the Nakasone
Administration.

Prime Minister Nakasone presented his intention for Japan to aim to internationalize
itself in the National Diet in the mid-1980s. This statement made the word
“international” a megatrend in Japan. Soon afterward, the Ministry of Home Affairs
gave consecutive directions to become global to local governments. One of the
guidelines consisted in establishing new sister city relationships with foreign
municipalities; the number of new sister cities rapidly increased from the mid-1980s to
the 1990s. Nevertheless, this study also found that this policy was inadequate to
achieve Nakasone’s purpose, for it was decided too quickly.

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Why Ainu is a "Language" and Ryukyuan a "Dialect" in Japan: A Study of

By
comparing the situation of each event that affected the Ainu-Ryukyu (Okinawa)
policies of the Japanese government, this study diligently examines the differences in
these events that impacted the purported distinction. The analysis considers
sociopolitical events, such as the speculation of the Ainu and Ryukyu (Okinawa)
people to accept the assimilation policy, the occupation after World War 11, and the US
military-base problem.

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Created and Imagined “Naicha”: Narratives among People who Move
from the Mainland of Japan to Okinawa

People who move from the mainland of Japan to Okinawa are called “Naicha” in
Okinawa. On the other hand, individuals born and raised in Okinawa like myself are
generally labeled as “Uchinan-chu (Okinawan).” Many previous studies based their
discussion on the assumption that Naicha represents the historical and political conflict
between the mainland of Japan and Okinawa. In contrast, this study intends to illustrate
how six participants identified as “Naicha” reflected their positionality as they grew up
in Okinawa. I conducted half-structured interviews, and the findings are as follows:
they are racialized as “Naicha” by differences imagined and/or created through
interactions with “Uchinan-chu.” Moreover, it is revealed that participants treated their
“Uchinan-chu” identity as something they could wear and take off depending on the
situation. By focusing on participants’ agency and diversity, the study highlighted the
limitations and possibilities of understanding the issues surrounding the label “Naicha.”

The purpose of this study is to reexamine the conditions that legitimize military
interventions as advocated by the International Conference on Information Systems
Security (ICISS). The findings revealed that intervening countries are likely to
prioritize their national interests over humanitarian purposes, and this tendency leads to
the problem of selectivity of interventions. Moreover, the study indicated a dilemma
about which victims to save in a humanitarian crisis and the uncertainty of an
intervention’s results. This study highlights the importance of providing humanitarian
intervention, the status of international legal norms and engaging in peacebuilding
subsequent to a humanitarian intervention.

We then analyze the changes in the conceptualization of religion from the French
Revolution to the late 19th century and explore the philosophy of laicité, a religious
and political outlook unique to France. Finally, we discuss the future relationship
between religion and French society, taking the arguments regarding the Muslim veil as
an example of religious intolerance in France.

The decline of industry due to the shrinking local economy has become an issue in
Japan. Additionally, the country faces a declining population. This study focuses on the
regional economic cycle in Sammu city, Chiba prefecture, and considers the
significance of regional revitalization through cycle tourism. First, we obtained the
actual behavior of cyclists and ascertained the size of the market. Subsequently, we
conducted field surveys and interviews with cyclists to illustrate the economic effects
of cycle tourism in Sammu city. Based on the results, we examined the issues of cycle
tourism in the regional revitalization and the ideal wide-area cooperation in the future.

The results showed that Antlers and Kashima City are not
only collaborating with these two parties, but also with Antlers’ parent company and
other related companies, contributing to regional activation through the Comprehensive
Collaborative Agreement on Regional Revitalization. It is important for J.Clubs and
local governments to collaborate with companies related to J.Clubs to expand the range
of measures for regional activation.

In this study, the Marunouchi Naka-Dori Avenue in Tokyo's Chiyoda Ward has
been picked as a case study to examine the current status and issues of street space in
Tokyo through comparisons with advanced cases and field surveys. The comparison
with advanced overseas cases revealed several differences, such as the absence of a
leader to lead pedestrianization and the system's rigidity. The field survey conducted on
the Marunouchi Naka-Dori Avenue revealed contemporary users' attributes and
behaviors. These findings clarified the ideal form of comfortable and walkable urban
street spaces and identified issues that might arise in future.

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Investigation of Growth Characteristics of Japanese Herbs under Different
Indoor Light Intensities for Office Indoor Greening

Indoor greening plays an important role in providing a comfortable environment;
however, selection is limited to shade-tolerant tropical plants. The aim of this research
is to study growth characteristics of Japanese herbs for new designs of indoor greening.
The experiment was conducted from June 2021 to October 2021 under different light
intensities in the laboratory of Chiba university. With light intensities adjusted to office
indoor environments, Japanese herbs were selected on the basis of culture, shade
resistance, availability, and textures. Eight species of herbs (Acorus gramineus,
Cameilla sinensis, Farfugium japonicum, Gynostemma pentaphyllum, Perilla
ftutescens, Petasites japonicus, Sasa veitchii, and Saxifraga stolonifera) were examined
under three light intensities (250lux, 500lux, and 750lux) and three species of mints

(Mentha canadensis, Mentha piperita, and Mentha spicata) were grown under three
light intensities (300lux, 600lux, and 1200lux). Consequently, several species died
under low light intensity. However, Farfugium japonicum and Saxifraga stolonifera and
Mentha canadensis grew up under all light intensities. Gynostemma pentaphyllum and
Sasa veitchii performed well under high and medium light intensity.

The Role of arbuscular mycorrhizal fungi (AMFs) on Green Roof
in Finland

Integrated Sciences
YASUTOME Shion
(Main adviser UEHARA Koichi)

Green roofs have become increasingly popular in urban sustainability initiatives due
to its expected environmental improvement effects. Extensive green roofs with thin soil
are cheap to install and maintain and are widely used especially in Europe. However,
growth environment of plants on green roofs is harsh due to drought and strong winds.
It is known that plants live symbiotically with various fungi in the soil, consequently
influencing their growth. Arbuscular mycorrhizal fungi (AMFs), which are symbiotic
with roots, help plants absorb nutrients and should play an important role in green
roofs; however, little research have been conducted so far. In this study, 74 samples of
extensive green roof soil collected around Helsinki, Finland, in August 2020 were
analyzed to evaluate AMF community. The relationship between AMF diversity and
vegetation and the age of green roofs will be discussed to clarify how AMF influences
the performance of green roofs.

This study aimed to develop computer-assisted language learning (CALL) material
to improve learners’ English listening skills based on a teaching theory called Three-
step Auditory Comprehensive Approach. The primary purpose of this material was to
enhance Japanese university students’ listening skills.

Four pieces of news dealing with tourism were selected from AFP News, to arouse
learners’ interest. Courseware, including tasks, hints, or supplemental information, was
developed based on the theory. The material was completed by integrating the
courseware and movies, pictures, and sounds into the existing program.

The materials was used by 10 undergraduate students at Chiba University to be
evaluated. The materials was evaluated as highly as extant CALL material. More than
90% of the students felt their listening comprehension skills were improved and they
became more interested in tourism.

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Analysis of the status of health, lifestyle, and physical activity among
university students

University students, who are in their early adulthood, are at a period when their
lifestyles frequently change due to changes in their social environment. Previous
studies have highlighted the influence of lifestyle habits such as living alone, part-time
jobs, exercise habits, and sleep upon levels of physical and mental health. In this study,
in order to understand the current health status of university students, we administered
the Diagnostic Inventory of Health and Lifestyle (DIHAL.2), which measures physical
activity, and a questionnaire about health and stress, to 103 university students. The
data derived from of DIHAL.2 were compared across the two groups in terms of
gender and physical activity (number of steps and energy of activity). The results
showed that between genders, differences were found in factors of mental health, social
health, exercise behaviors, dietary regularity, and rest, while for physical activity,
differences were found in factors of social health, exercise behaviors, and health
conditions.

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The issue of hospital greening and means to advance greening for hospital
staff

Green spaces impact both mental and physical health. We see green spaces
everywhere, but we hardly find them at hospitals as a form of care for hospital staff. The
purpose of this research is to determine the causes of hospitals not implementing
greening in consideration of hospital staff and to propose means of carrying out greening
in hospitals henceforth. In order to achieve this goal, we interviewed four professionals
who design hospitals. From this study, we found three reasons for green spaces not being
designed for hospital staff. First, hospitals face financial constraints because of the
Japanese original health care system. Therefore, hospitals tend to procrastinate on
greening for the hospital staff as it does not have a considerable economic effect. Second,
there is little data proving the positive impact of greenery, which hinders its
implementation. Third, designers care about hospitals' opinions too much to do original
work to build intrinsically good hospitals for everyone. In conclusion, we discuss ways
to resolve the issues and the essential greening elements for the staff.

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Readability and quality of online patient material on the websites of the
Japanese Orthopaedic Association and related orthopaedic societies

This study aimed to quantify the readability and quality of online patient material on
the Japanese Orthopaedic Association and related academic orthopedic websites. We
analyzed 143 pieces of patient material from seven academic orthopaedic society
websites. Readability was evaluated using two web-based programs and lexical density,
and quality was assessed using the validated Clear Communication Index, DISCERN,
and JAMA benchmark criteria. The results showed that the material text was too
difficult to understand for the general population. Approximately 70% of the material
had readability scores above the recommended level. Furthermore, the quality of the
material was not sufficient. Only one piece of material was graded as having adequate
quality. Therefore, improvement in readability and quality of patient material on the
studied websites is necessary to enhance patient-physician communication.

Additionally, we discussed ways to promote
awareness of the risks and act to prevent heat disorder in response to the issues raised
through the survey.

This study aimed to develop computer-assisted language learning (CALL) material
to improve English listening skills and promote cross-cultural understanding.

In addition, movies, pictures, and
sound files were collected and edited for effective use in the course material. Using an
existing program, CALL material that was assumed to take 5 hours to complete was
developed.

Ten students at Chiba University used the material and subsequently completed a
questionnaire to evaluate the material. All ten students indicated that the material
improved their listening skills. In addition, the results suggest that the material’s theme
of sport can not only support continuous learning by capturing learners’ attention but
can also have a positive impact on cross-cultural understanding.

An analysis of the results of competitions held in the last ten years and interviews with
H Club, a swimming club in the city of Chiba in Chiba Prefecture, found that even in
swimming, which is an individual sport, it is important to have a sense of connection
with other swimmers and the associated community.

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Reinitialization and programmed cell death of mesophyll cell protoplasts
in higher plants

Plant cells have totipotency; however, the mechanism of totipotency that regenerates
(reinitializes) whole plants from single cells remains unclear. When plant protoplasts
(single cells in which the cell wall is removed) are cultured, programmed cell death
(PCD) occurs along with other phenomena, such as production of reactive oxygen

species (ROS) and DNA fragmentation. In this study, we investigated whether PCD is
inhibited by suppressing ROS generated during protoplast isolation. We used
Arabidopsis thaliana with a mutation in CERK1, which encodes a receptor for the
PCD-inducing substance on the cell membrane. Wild-type A. thaliana, Brassica rapa
var. chinensis, and Petunia hybrida (relatively easy to initialize) were also used to
compare the amount of ROS generated during isolation and investigate whether
initialization of these plant protoplasts occurred.

Analysis of the relationship between perceptual and physical roughnesses
using real objects

Contemporary Japanese Studies
KATO Yu
(Main adviser TANAKA Midori)

The perceptual roughness of uneven shapes on an object's surface can change
depending on various factors such as lighting and observation conditions. Although
conventional studies on roughness perception have focused on constructing perceptual
roughness models for computer-generated images, it is difficult to accurately reproduce
physical roughness in a physically flat image. Furthermore, roughness perception for
various real-world materials has not been extensively investigated. In this study, the
author conducts evaluation experiments to determine perceptual roughness using real
objects and constructs a prediction model of perceptual roughness by analyzing the
relationship with the measured physical features. In the experiment, the observers
evaluated the perceptual roughness of real objects such as leather, paper, and fabric using
the magnitude estimation method. Several physical features such as surface roughness
and two-dimensional luminance distribution were considered for analysis. The results of
the multiple regression analysis indicated the feasibility of a highly accurate prediction
model of perceptual roughness using Ry, the surface roughness index.

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A study on Japanese society’s perception of genome-edited food: through
comparing with the arguments on genetically modified organisms (GMO)

In Japan, genome-edited food, such as genome-edited tomato, has been approved for
sale with the appearance of CRISPR-Cas9. However, society seems to be reacting
differently today towards genome-edited food, compared with the reactions toward
genetically modified organisms (GMO) 20 years ago. Therefore, the purpose of this
study is to understand the shifting perception of Japanese society towards genome-edited
food. This study attempts to understand the formulation process of domestic regulations
regarding genome-edited food by analyzing conference notes and conducting consumer
opinion surveys. Additionally, we drew comparison between the arguments on GMO and
genome-editing food. Thus, the results show that debates on "substantial equivalence"
and the "precautionary principle" have disappeared from the regulation's formulation
process and have taken roots in domestic regulations instead. It was also found that
discussions about genome-edited food and the safety of food in Japanese society are
undynamic, including opposition movements, reports, and public opinions.

This study aims to clarify the necessary conditions for business-based nonprofit
organizations (NPOs) dealing with fair trade to continue their activities. Data was
collected via observations made while conducting voluntary work at a business-based
NPO responsible for fair trade and an interview with that NPO’s president. Previous
studies have suggested that the practice of fair trade is an effective means of closing
global income gaps. Since the operation of fair trade has been handled mainly by
NPOs, it is necessary to maintain these organizations. Prior research has shown that the
financial resources of business-based NPOs are more stable than those of donation-
based NPOs. However, even business-based NPOs face challenges due to lack of funds
and human resources. To overcome these issues, this study argues that it is essential to
utilize the social connections of each project manager, centering on the missions of
both NPOs and the individuals within them.

After
WWII, it became a project for nature conservation in the face of growing awareness
about environmental protection during rapid economic growth. However, this paper
examines participants’ discourse in movements to protect Natural Monuments in Japan
from the lens of nature conservation and presents a contrary point of view. Specifically,
by analyzing the nature conservation movement in Oze in the late 1940s, it argues that
nature conservation was already a central aim of Natural Monuments prior to the period
of rapid economic growth.

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Investigating the Invasion Mechanism of Bischofia javanica in the
Ogasawara Islands using the Next Generation Sequencer

In the Ogasawara Islands, which was never connected to the continent, animals and
plants have evolved independently. There are many rare endemic and endangered
species. However, preventing invasions by invasive alien plants that threaten the
ecosystem is difficult. One such plant is Bischofia javanica (B.Javanica), which was
brought from the islands of the southwestern area.

For this study, I collected root samples of B. javanica and native plants from
Ogasawara Islands’ forests, which were invaded and uninvaded by B javanica, to clarify
the impact of B. javanica on the ecosystem. I conducted DNA meta-barcoding analysis
using next generation sequencing. | also identified fungi associated with the plant samples
I collected. Plant growth-promoting fungi were found along with some pathogenic fungi.

I investigated the relationship between plants and fungi in native species forests and
forests invaded by B. javanica. I considered the causes of overgrowth of the alien
species B. javanica and the biological interactions between plants and fungi, which is
useful for the conservation of the ecosystem.

At the time of the film's production, there was an opposition movement
centered on indigenous peoples regarding the construction of dams in the Amazon
basin, and he was also participating in the movement. In this paper, at first the movie is
analyzed, then an overview of the opposition to dam construction in the Amazon River
basin and dam construction in Japan is given before a consideration whether the movie
succeeded in changing awareness of environmental issues in Japan. Finally, this serves
to analyze the conflict between infrastructure development and protecting the lives of
residents.

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The spread of Ginkgo biloba across Japan

Ginkgo biloba, which prospered in the Mesozoic Era and was eventually distributed
worldwide, once survived only in southeastern China. After the Heian Period, it was
introduced from China into Japan and it spread across Japan along with cultural
changes. However, its dispersal mechanism remains unclear.

Katakura (2019) analyzed microsatellite markers in DNA samples from G. biloba
giant trees in Japan, China, and Korea; the findings suggested that G. biloba may have
spread roughly from western Japan to eastern Japan. In the present study, we performed
restriction site-associated DNA sequencing and comprehensive analysis of giant
ancient trees >8 m in circumference from Kyushu to Tohoku regions. We used 269
samples to investigate G. biloba spread across Japan, including the dispersal
mechanism for each individual.

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The Construction of Social Capital among "New-comer" Migrant Youths
in Japan

This paper examines the construction of social capital among "new-comer" migrant
youths in Japan. Traditionally, studies on foreign youths in Japan tend to focus on their
situations solely inside the school and treat them as passive agents. In this study, the
analysis includes the dynamics of those youth's social capital inside and outside the
school environment by utilizing semi-structured interviews, visual narratives, and life-
story interviews. The result reveals the followings: 1) Everyday experience with
stakeholders affects the youth's mental health and academic motivation; 2) "third
place" exists outside of school, such as a part-time job environment; 3) experiences of
discrimination is intersectionally organized; and 4) the complex factors have an impact
when drawing their future vision. While the study relies on the interpretations of the
participants' subjectivity, observing the dynamics of their social capital still provides
the diverse aspects and complexities of their experiences in a host country.
